                     On Friday the 13th some of our members followed a scab from Missouri to a job in 

the White Marsh area. The scab informed the picketers that he was sent here from Missouri by 

his parent employer who had a contract with Verizon and he did not know he was scabbing 

until he got here. And all he really wanted to do was go home but wasn't quite able to get there 

with his current financial situation. After witnessing the scab have an emotional breakdown the  

picketers collectively pitched in and helped the scab with the first leg of his trip which was to 

go to Virginia to get money from his brother to make it home to Missouri. The scab was very 

grateful and was happy as he headed home with his Verizon supplies and his dog HALT clipped 

to his seat belt. Hopefully he persuaded some of his friends to go along. This is just another 

sign that the company does not care who or why they drag someone else into this labor 

dispute.
